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PHI THETA KAPPA SCHOLARSHIP  
The Cleveland State University Phi Theta Kappa Scholarship is awarded to active members of the Phi Theta Kappa International Honor 
Society. Students must have completed at least 30 and no more than 90 credit hours by the April 1 admission application deadline and 
have a cumulative GPA of at least a 3.5 to be considered for the Phi Theta Kappa Scholarship. This $500 scholarship is for up to two 
consecutive years (4 semesters, fall and spring terms only). This scholarship will automatically renew for the second academic year 
provided you satisfactorily complete at least 12 credit hours per semester (fall and spring) and maintain a minimum 3.25 cumulative grade 
point average. You must maintain full-time enrollment at CSU. This form, along with proof of membership*, must be submitted to
